Reports of Local Unions: Laborers Local 330 has about 200 employees off right now.  They’re done working at Point Beach. Al Kohli said there’s a lot of work coming up but nothing going on right now.  NALC Local 125 would like you to contact Tom Petri and ask him to co-sign HR 173 and maintain six day mail delivery.  In addition Bonnie Alsup would like you to contact your legislator and ask them to remove 75 billion dollars from the budget and return the money to the postal service to offset their debt.  CWA Local 4622 does not support #469 which is a bill to de-regulate the telephone and communications industry.  USWA Local 1327 is slow but may be hiring over a dozen new employees Greg Hinds from the AFL-CIO asked members to contact Speaker Mike Sheridan and have him get SB2 moving on the floor.  This bill is to put working families ahead of banks when a company goes bankrupt.  The bill increases the amount of money each employee would be entitled to receive and protects them a bit more on insurance claims that were unpaid at the time of the bankruptcy.
