Fond du Lac County Labor Council Minutes

April 6, 2009
The meeting was called to order by President David Page at 7:02 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Roll Call of Officers: Present were President David Page, Vice-President Steve Kirchoff,  Treasurer Keith Joseph, Recording Secretary Mary Kunde, Trustees, Dave Moffitt, and Sergeant at Arms Tom Kunde. Richard Sorensen and Rick Rebek were absent.
Delegates Present: Mary Kunde, Tom Kunde, Keith Joseph, David Page, Ryan Hilbert, Dave Moffitt, Craig Abler, Rob Boelk, Al Kohli, Steve Kirchoff, Larry Dikeman, Kris Mozuch, Mark Rymer, Keith Walker, Brian Billman, Bonnie Alsup, Gary Ruhl, Norm Bertram and Erick Gerritson.
Reading of Minutes: A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes of the March 2009 meeting as written. The motion passed.
Executive Board Minutes: A motion was made and seconded to purchase up to eight tickets and donate one $20 door prize to the Winnebago County Labor Council annual dinner.  The dinner will be held on April 25, 2009 at the Delta Restaurant in Oshkosh WI.  The cost per ticket is $20.  The motion passed.  A motion was made and seconded to send one person to the AFL-CIO County Labor Council Work Plan Training Session to be held on April 27, 2009 in Madison WI.  The motion passed.

Reports of Committees: None

Communications:  Communications for the month of March 2009 were read and placed on file.

Financial Report: The financial report for the month of March 2009 was presented by Treasurer Keith Joseph was accepted as read.
Welfare of the Council: Estimates are still being obtained for the floor replacement in the main hall and the kitchen.  The kitchen was not included in the previous estimate but was since damaged by the flood in June 2008 and now needs replacement as well. Rich Mantz is serving as a representative on the Fond du Lac ADVOCAP board of directors and informed the membership that ADVOCAP has received stimulus funds to do community block grant work related to energy saving home improvement projects.  He recommended that trades employees who are looking for work should contact ADVOCAP for a list of potential jobs.
Unfinished Business: Treasurer Keith Joseph reported that there was a $516 profit from the March Labor Council Recognition Dinner.  We were able to reduce expenses on the per-plate cost of the dinner and the cost of the beer.
New Business: Rob Boelk and Dave Moffitt presented a flyer that will be used to communicate with all affiliated local unions of the Fond du Lac County Labor Council.  The flyer will support the commitment made at the March 2009 meeting where the Fond du Lac County Labor Council and CWA agreed to work collaboratively to reach out to affiliated local in an effort to become more politically active. A motion was made and passed to approve the contents of the flyer.  CWA will pay for the printing of the flyer.  Gary Ruhl from NEW Building and Trades reported that the annual Labor Management Council will be meeting on April 30, 2009 at the Radisson Hotel in Green Bay WI.  The cost to join the council is $140 annually.  Bonnie Alsup, NACL Local 125 asked the membership to contact State Representative Tom Petrie and ask him to cosponser HR22.  This is a bill that would restructure funding of the retiree healthcare for postal workers.  
Reports of Local Unions: Laborers Local 330 has 275 employees off out of about 1,500 workers.  CWA Local 4622 is now working without a contract.  Most of the proposals made by management were take-a-way proposals.  Sheetmetal Workers Local 18 reported 38 employees off work of out about 250 members.  Some apprentices are working.  Gary Ruhl of NEW Building and Trades that the DOT is moving up the start time on some of the projects related to the US Highway 141 corridor project.  There are about 10% of the trades workers on the bench right now, out about 9,000 active and retired members.  Alliance Laundry has 54 employees on lay off and had a one week shut down in April.  Bonnie Alsup, NALC Local 125 went to training on the Employee Free Choice Act.
The meeting was adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
