Reading of Minutes: There was no quorum in May.

Executive Board Minutes: A motion was made and seconded to take out a loan not to exceed $15,000 to replace the tile floor in the main meeting room, the small meeting room, the kitchen and all hallways.  The cost includes the abatement, which is about half the total cost.  The motion passed.  A motion was made and seconded to pay for a working lunch media day to contact Senator Herb Kohl about the Employee Free Choice Act, as recommended by the State AFL-CIO.  The motion failed.  The membership would participate with the Fond du Lac County Democratic Party in visiting Tom Petrie’s office.  Petrie has not supported EFCA and our efforts would be better served working on him than Kohl, who is a supporter.  A motion was made and seconded to purchase a Labor Day greeting advertisement in the Union Labor News. The cost is $35.00.  The motion passed.

Reports of Committees: Norm Bertram has contacted Betty Trent to volunteer her services from 1-3 pm for the Labor Day Celebration.  David Page is working on getting commitments for raffles prizes.  Donations are coming in for both band sponsorship and raffle prizes.  
Communications:  Communications for the month of May 2009 were read and placed on file.

Financial Report: The financial reports for the month of April and May 2009 was presented by Treasurer Keith Joseph were accepted as read.
Welfare of the Council: The New Alliance is looking for a delegate to represent the Fond du Lac County Labor Council on the ALF (Area Labor Federation) committee.  The group meets quarterly.  Don’t forget to take the Fond du Lac County Labor Council & Communication Workers of America Local 4622 mobilization forms back to your locals and get them filled out and returned. Unfinished Business: Steve Kovalaske, the Director of the Labor Management Council of Northeast Wisconsin addressed the membership.  He informed us on the benefits of becoming affiliated with the Labor Management Council and why it’s important to develop a positive relationship with your employer. Reports of Local Unions: CWA Local 4622 is still working without a contract and relationships between management and labor are strained.  AFSCME Local 1366G – School Maintenance & Custodial group settled a three year contract with pay increases of 2-3% and no changes in health insurance. USW Local 1327 has called back all workers who were on lay off except those who took a voluntary lay off.  They are experiencing problems with management and have contacted the EEOC.  IAFF Local 400 will have a tent at Walleye Weekend.  Make sure you stop by and patronize their tent.  Proceeds go to local charities.IBEW Local 494 has settled their contract after going to arbitration, netting a larger award from the arbitrator than they were asking for.  NEW Building Trades reminded that US Highway 41, from Highway 26 to the Breezewood Exit, will be under construction soon.
